The standards recognize that students must be able to use formal
English in their writing and speaking but that they must also be able to make informed, skillful
choices among the many ways to express themselves through language. It is important to note the
impact of the standards on classroom instruction: building knowledge through content-rich
nonfiction; reading, writing and speaking grounded in evidence from the text, both literary and
informational; and regular practice with complex text and its academic language.
