CADET LEADERSHIP VALUES: (a principle of quality)
LOYALTY-bear true faith and allegiance to the constitution, your organization, your family and peers
DUTY- fulfill your obligation
RESPECT: show a feeling of high regard, appreciation, consideration, acknowledgment of others
SELFLESS SERVICE: put the welfare of others needs and desires before your own
HONOR- live up to all values, true to your beliefs
INTEGRITY- do what is right, legally, morally; honest and pure
PERSONAL COURAGE: face fear, the unknown, adversity (physical and morally)

CADET ETHOS: (Guiding, distinguished beliefs of a person, group or institution)
ACCOUNTABILITY-Be responsible for yourself and your things
CHARACTER-a special positive quality that makes a person unique
