2. Length: The essay should be at least three pages double-
spaced. 
3. Coversheet: You are required to prepare a cover sheet for your 
essay. Should include the title of your essay, your name, email 
and telephone number.  
4. Print Style and Font: Typed in Times New Roman with a 12-
point font. 
5. Scoring: The essay evaluation will be based on how the topic is 
conveyed, the essay format, and grammar. 
6. Submit to Ms. LaTonya Thomas in the guidance office by
