Double Number Lines 
 

Diagrams that are best used 
when the quantities have 
different units.  

 
Equivalent Ratio 
 

Made by multiplying or 
dividing both sides by the 
same number. 

 
Quantities 
 

Amounts that can be counted 
or measured 

 
Percent A fraction or ratio in which 

the denominator is 100. A 
number compared to 100. 

 
Proportion 
 

An equation which states that 
two ratios are equal. 

 



Rate 
 

A comparison of two 
quantities (numbers) that 
have different units of 
measure 

 
Rate Table 
 

Numbers or quantities 
arranged in rows and 
columns 

 
Ratio 
 

A comparison of two 
quantities or numbers. Can 
be written as a fraction (4/1), 
with a colon (4:1), with the 
word “to” (4 to 1) or using all 
words (four to one) 
 

 

Rational Number A number that can be written 
as a/b where a and b are 
integers, but b is not equal to 
0. 

 
Scale Factor 
 

A number which scales, or 
multiplies, some quantity. 

 
Simplify 
 

To reduce a fraction to lowest 
terms. Turn improper 
fractions into mixed 
numbers.  

 
Tape Diagram 
 

Tape diagrams are linear 
drawings that look like a 
segment of tape, used to 
illustrate number 
relationships.  

 
 

Unit Rate 
 

Ratios written as some 
number to 1 unit (rate per
