SEQUOYAH

Sequoyah was born around 1776 in Tuskegee, Tennessee. His mother was d
Cherokee Indian and his father a white man. Sequoyah grew wp in a Cherokee village in
Tennessee with his mother. He did not go To school, so he was never taught to read and
write. He only spoke the Cherokee languade. Sequoyah spent his Time helping his mother
working the garden and faking care of livesfock.

Sequoyah was hurt in a hunfing accident when he was @ young man. He
couldn’ help with huntfing or livestock, so he faught himself to be a silversmith. A
silversmith is someone who makes things from silver and ofher metals. He made jewelry
out of silver and tools from iron. As a silversmith, Sequoyah (who dlso went by George
Guess ds an aault) spent a lot of Time communicating with white people. He learned that
they could communicate on paper over long distances by using symbols on paper:

Seduoyah was very curious about the “talking leaves” that he saw people read
from. The “talking leaves,” as Sequoyah called them, were books. He wanted to figure out
how To make a way To read and write his own Cherokee language In 1809, Sequoyah
began the creation of a Cherokee alphabet He began to draw a symbol for each word in
the Cherokee language  He redlized that would be too many symbols to remember, so he
created a symbol for each syllable in the Cherokee language.  After over ten years of
hard work, Sequoyah had formed a syllabary, an aphabet based on syllables, with 86
symbols. The 86 symbols of the Cherokee albhabet covered every sound in the Cherokee
languade:

In 1821, Sequoyah shared his Cherokee aphabet with the Cherokee

Council. It took some convincing on Sequoyah’s part, but his aphabet was

accepted! Cherokee Indians began reading and writing in their own language
within only a few years. Books and newspcpers were prinfed in Cherokee. @
Sequoyah Traveled around for many years Teaching and sharing the Cherokee
aphabet with other Cherokee Indians. Sequoyah is believed to have died in
1843 In Mexico.

Sequoyah became a hero to the Cherokee people. There is @
statue of Sequoyah in the US. Capifol in Washingfon, D.C and in the
Oklahoma. Capttol building. The cabin in Oklahoma where Sequoyah lived is

now a US. National Historic Landmark. Sequoia trees were named in his _
