This course is designed to target reading, writing, speaking and listening skills. These are many skills that a good reader and scholar needs. This course, combined with my instruction and your good effort, will allow you the opportunity to make substantial gains in your reading ability by developing these skills. The course offers instruction and practice in decoding words, spelling words, vocabulary development, comprehension, and fluency (the ability to read easily and naturally like you speak).
