5. Be available to attend and support Student Council sponsored activities beyond the school day.  These include participation in such activities as: Toys for Tots, Teacher Appreciation Breakfast, sport-related activities, and any other activities the school may sponsor.

6. Purchase a Student Council t-shirt ($7.00) to be worn at all Student Council events.

7. Complete the Student Council Application including the two (2) letters of recommendation*.

*All new students applying for Student Council must have two (2) letters of recommendation accompanying their completed application.  One letter of recommendation must be from a parent or guardian of the applicant.  The other letter of recommendation must be from an adult in the community who can recommend the applicant.  This person could be a neighbor, coach, teacher, scout or club leader, or church associate. If you are a returning Sue Reynolds Student Council member, you must have just one (1) letter of recommendation from a teacher from your previous grade.
